RESOLUTION 08-03-2017 –RESOLUTION AMENDING THE VACANT TENANT BALANCE WRITE-OFF AUTHORIZED AND EXECUTED ON RESOLTION 07-02-2017 DATED 07/17/2017 FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2017

Brandy Lynch, Director of Management opened the discussion in regards to the amendment presented stating that the original write-off conveyed on July 17, 2017 was inaccurate.  The report initially did not include two former residents in the original write-off balance presented, approved and executed by the Board on Resolution 07-02-2017 during regular board meeting July 17, 2017 therefore there was a need to amend the write-offs for fiscal year ending June 30, 2017.  The amended amount totals $16,356.24.  The court process is the primary reason for the high balances owned by the vacated residents.  Additional rent is accrued during the court process where if the resident has a higher rent that monthly rent is added to the balance for all months prior to court.  The resident may not go to court for three months hence a larger rent balance owed.   Legal Counsel Kevin Kennedy added to the discussion that he would make a better effort in getting residents to court expeditiously to avoid large balances owed.
